Missions to help EU enterprises benefit from major growth regions in the world

In order to support European companies to profit from fast growing emerging markets in China, Russia or North-Africa, European Commission Vice-President Antonio Tajani is accompanying them to major growth regions in the world . Mr Tajani undertakes these missions together with leading European business organisations and companies from the EU Member States.

The Vice-President stresses: "Major non-EU markets with strong growth rates represent significant opportunities for EU enterprises. I attach particular importance to SMEs as they are Europe's main economic strength. To help them to better exploit their potential in the global arena is a clear priority to boost competitiveness and create employment." 

Why should your SME clients join the mission?

Your local SMEs have the unique opportunity to meet selected businesses in vast and/or fast growing third markets. The meetings usually take place on the occasion of important trade fairs in order to widen the audience for companies for potential meetings in various sectors.

Participating SMEs will benefit from extended support from the local Network partners in those countries. Moreover, Mr Tajani's presence is likely to ensure press coverage and therefore increased visibility and promotion of the participating enterprises.

The Brokerage events are organised by local Article 21.5 Network partners. We are looking for European co-organisers that bring along their delegation of companies. The EACI will provide to Article 21.5 Network Partners support in the preparation of the event and ensure follow-up.

Spearheaded by Vice President Tajani, participation in the Missions for Growth will also provide your clients with unique opportunities to meet and network with important political decision makers and local authorities.

Eligibility of costs

For the missions listed on this webpage, costs related to promotion and recruitment of companies are eligible under the Enterprise Europe Network project. For Network partners who have recruited at least 5 companies, travel & accommodation costs of Network staff for accompanying SMEs to the third country are also eligible.

Please note that companies interested in participating in the missions for growth need to cover their own travelling and accommodation expenses.
